TERMS OF NEW
AGREEMENT
The text was issued yesterday of the
trade agreement between the United King-
dom and Denmark which was signed in
London last Monday. 1t is the first of the

British agreements with foreign countries

to be made sinc_e the Ottawa Conference,
and will be followed shortly, it is antici-

pated, by others wim Norway and
Sweden., - , -

. An important feature of the agreement
IS that it provides a recognition by Den-
mark that the balance of trade is heavily
In that country’s favour, and efforts are
to be made to secure increased purchases
of British goods both by tariff concessions
and by purchase agreements in industries.

On the British side we recognize Den-
mark’s desire to be able to sell her produce
In this country, and are willing to meet
her wishes so far as is possible without
relinquishing the degree of control neces-
Sary to benefit home agriculture and
fisheries, or infringing in any way the
Ottawa agreements with Empire countries.

The details of the agreement arec in general
accordance with the summary published in The
Times on Tuesday. Imports from Denmark into
Great Britain are largely agricultural, the most

Important being bacon, butter, and eges. The

British Government gives an undertaking not to
regulate the quantity of the imports of these
products, and also of cream, from Denmark,
€xcept in so far as may be necessary to secure
the effective operation of schemes for the regula-
tion of- the marketing of domestic supplies. In
the event of the regulation of imports being
introduced consideration will be given to the
position which Denmark has held in recent years
n the United Kingdom markets.

NO TARIFF ON BACON

The Danish allocation for bacon and hams is
Bot to bc less than 62 per cent. of the total
pcrmitted imports from foreign countries. There
will for a period of three years be no British
tantt on -bacon, the' view of the Government
being that regulation of .this commodity can be
better controtled by quantitative methods. In
the case of butter the import duty remains as
lixed at Ottawa at 15s. a hundredweight, and if
quantitative regulabions are introduced the
Danish allocation is to be not less than
2,300,000cwt. in any year. This figure is below
lust year’s imports, but if the total imports of
butter are allowed tc exceed 8,100,000cwt. In a
year Denmark will be allotted her share of the
unports in excess of that amount.

MADRID, ApriL 26
An attempt to-day to turn the trans-

port strike at Barcelona into a general

strike, the intensification of subversive

prohibition. | _

With regard to fish the undertakings contained
In the agreement were given after discussion with
representatives of the United Kingdom sea-
fishing industry. There is to be no regulation
of the import of dried fish, salmon, sea trout,
or fresh-water fish of Danish taking, and the
total quantity of fresh and wet salted fish per-
mitted to be imported is to be not less than
412,000cwt. in any year. The existing 10 per
ccat. ad valorem duty on fish is unchanged.
Concessions given to Denmark on other than
agricultural produce include reductions in the
ymport duties on soap flakes, milk churns, and
stoves for domestic heating.

DANISH CONCESSIONS

The present Danish tariff is not a- high one,
but has a tendency to increase, and it is con-
sidered to be of ymportance, therefore, that the
agreement ensures that a wide range of the
goods m which the United Kingdom is prin-
cipally interested will either be admitted free,
will have the present rate of duty reduced, or
will not have the  duty on them raised
during the currency of the agreement.
Articles to be admitted free include coal,
coke, iron and steel (including tinplates and

galvanized sheets), jute cloth, wrappers, sacks, |

artificial asphalt, copper sulphate, roofing slates,
and sewing machines. Goods on which the duty
is to be reduced include printed cotton piece
goods, certain unbleached cotton piece goods,
and picec goods of artificial silk mixed with
cotton or wool, carpeting, felt hats, photo-
graphic plates, marmalade, jam, pickles, biscuits
and cakes. In addition there is an altcration:in
the basis on which ymport duties are levied on
motor-cars.

The agreement includes a protocol, which
states that in administering the provisions the
contracting Governments will keep in view the
balance of trade between the two countries and
take note of conversations which have taken
place in regard to steps for increasing the sales
in Denmark of United Kingdom iron and steel.
This and other declarations supplement a state-
ment in the opening words of the agreement
that the two Governments desire to facilitate and
extend still further trade and commerce between
the United Kingdom on the on¢c hand and
Denmark on the other. Steps have been taken
whereby groups of wusers in. Denmark have
entered into purchasing agreements. |

The British Government will have the right to
terminate the agrecement on three months’ notice
if in any one year the amount of coal of United

Kingdom origin imported into Denmark is less |

than 80 per cent. of the total coal imports. As
the imports of British coal have been down to
43 per cent. of the total this is a matter of im-
portance. In the case of coke Great Britain
already ¢njoys a considerable share of the Danish
market. Danish traders have been given an
assurance that they will be charged world export
prices for coal. |

Other purchasing agrecements relate to jute,
salt, and saltpetre. Danish bacon coming to this
country will be futurc be wrapped in jute cloth
made in Britain. It has not been possible to
arrtange purchasing agreements in respect of iros;
and steel products, but it is considered that if
our manusacturers take advantage of the situa-
tion they should secure a much greater share than
hitherto of the Danish market.

Suitable machinery should be established at
the Centre and in the Provinces to ensure the
adcquate co-ordination of all forms of trans-
port.

DR. BENESH’S THREE
CONDITIONS

ROME PACT CRITICIZED

Dr: Benesh, the Czechoslovak Foreign

Minister, addressed the two Houses of the

After quoting

firmed the principles. of. Italian policy during
the Jast 10 years. He referred to the debate in
the Housc of Commons on April 13, and said
he could not add anything to Sir Austen
(lihamberlain’s speech except his sincere congratu-
ations.
the struggle of the small nations for their proper
position in post-War Furope would have to be
fought to the finish, and that any great Power
which attempted to ignore this development
would bring about a new European conflagra-
tion. The territory of the Little Entente, with
a population of nearly 50,000,000, bordered on
friendly Poland, with whom it was hoped still
closer cooperation would ensue.

The proposal of the Four-Power Pact had in
certain quarters raised hopes which, Dr. Benesh
said, could not be fulfilled in any case. There
were specific questions: the Polish Corridor and
the frontiers of the Little Entente with Hungary.
In a conversation with Sir John Simon in Gerieva
he (Dr. Benesh) had to point out that no country
could be forced by another to revise its fron-
tiers, and that anyone who attempted it in the
case of Czechoslovakia would have to bring an
army along. A revision of frontiers was feasible
only by a direct understanding between the
States concerned, as, for instance, within the
scope of Article 19 of the League Covenant. A
small adjustment of frontiers might be possible
on three conditions: (1) no outside pressure,
as that would inevitably meet with resistance 3
(2) mutual accord of the countries concerned
atter a period of peaceful cooperation without
threats, pressure, or blackmail on one side or

{ the other; and (3) adequate compensation to

satisfy the interests of both partics, their Parlia-
ments, and public opinion.

This society was founded for the development
of German science and culture, and Professor
Freundlich and Professor Polanyi were leaders

Physical Chemistry at Dahlem, Berlin.. Neither

of these professors was under compulsion to
resign, as Professor Polanyi had served in the
War and Professor Freundlich. was an eminent
official before 1914.  Their resignations followed
on the dismissal of Jewish employees in their
world-famous laboratories. _
Freundlich and Polanyi have followed the lead
of Professor Franck, of Gottingen, the Nobel
Prize physicist, who served with distinction in
the German Army, and who also had found
it impossible to continuc to direct a famous

‘The -Chancellor's statement on the
Exchange Equalization Fund has been
widely reproduced here, and is the subject
of much comment. There was evidence

of the fund in action to-day when the

exchange on London, which had risen to
89.25f. a few days ago and threatened

to touch that level again, was brought

down to 87.55f., whereas the dollar, left
to its own devices, went up to 23.28f.; as
compared with 22.87f. yesterday.

Although' no definite arrangement has
yet been concluded, a scheme is
discussion by ‘which, under the future
operation of the fund, there should be
no need for the movement of gold to
London, or even the creation of “ ear-
marked ” deposits. With the continuation
of the embargo on gold exports from New
York the operations of the fund are likely
to be concentrated more and more on the
Paris market.

Jt has been proposed that the franc
credits at the disposal of the fund, which
would normally have been converted into
gold for movement or earmarking, should
be loaned to the French Treasury. The

| scheme would have the advantage that the

fund would benefit from the interest on
the French Treasury bonds thereby
created, and the French Treasury would
be 1n possession of liquid money during
the period when the revenue is at Its
lowest. Obviously the scheme could only
be a temporary measure. |
